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*What should I do if I don’t have any audio?*

First, check that your computer has the sound turned on and the volume up by going to your computer’s
audio settings and pressing the test sounds, or navigating to another video on the web and making sure
you can hear audio through your computer speakers or headphones.

If you hear audio on other videos on the web and not on the live video stream, check that the volume
in the player is turned up.

*How do I turn on/off closed-captioning?*

Click on the button in the player controls that shows “CC.” When enabled, captions will appear inside
the video player. This can be used to toggle the captions on or off. If you're still experiencing an issue,
please try refreshing your browser window.

*I don’t have video. What should I do?*

Try watching at a lower quality by hovering over the player and click on the text that says Best, 720, 480,
360, or 240. Start with the lowest bit rate and work your way up so that the stream plays back smoothly.

We recommend viewing on an up-to-date version of Firefox or Chrome with the latest version of Adobe
